His great cornbread receipt.

1 can corn, drained

1 can cream-style corn (do not drain)
1 cup sour cream (regular or low fat)
1/2 cup (1 stick) butter, melted

2 eggs, beaten

1 pkg Jiffy Cornbread mix

salt and pepper

*optional -1 cup grated cheddar cheese
*optional - 1 small can diced jalapenos

Grease an 8x8 inch pan and set aside. Pre-heat oven to 350 degrees. Mix all ingredients together and pour into
baking dish. Bake 35-40 minutes. If adding cheese, sprinkle on top at this time and bake an additional 10 minutes.
If you want to double the recipe, grease a 9x13 inch pan and increase baking time by 20 minutes.

After 5-plus great years in Vegas, I'm packing up my stuff, getting my house ready to rent, and moving
west to California. Just wanted to send a final e-mail out to the club and say thanks! | was going to stop
by in person yesterday, but ran out of time. Besides, it sounds like not too many people showed up.

Soaring at Jean has been a tremendous and life-changing experience for me, both from recreational and
professional standpoints. | showed up with minimal experience in low-performance gliders and no tail
dragger time, and leave with half a share in a high-performance glass ship, several cross-countries, 100
hours in the Pawnee (much of it in great crosswinds), and some incredible memaories of adventures over
Arizona, California, and over (sometimes just barely) the ranges of southern and central Nevada. The
scenery has been fantastic, the highs real, and the experience gained went a large part towards getting the
chance at my upcoming Air Force flying assignment.

I know there are various people in the club who are at one of the many stages | went through in the last 5
years. My advice: keep flying and keep challenging yourself. Build up enough confidence in your
abilities, through practice and application, to break free of the mental barrier that keeps you within glide
range of the field. It all changes once you take that plunge! Become a student of the weather. Fly a
sailplane with enough performance to grow your skills and expand your range. Fly the club gliders, but
don't discount the option of buying your own, or buying into a sailplane partnership. The freedom attained
is, in many ways, worth the cost.

Thanks to all the XC-flying folks in the club who helped me out: Jim's Archer, Wynhoff, Madsen, and
Dingess, Shad, and the others, your mentorship is what keeps this pursuit alive. | hope | can pay it
forward to future novices, when I'm not one any longer. Thanks to Bill and Jay for keeping me honest,
thanks to Boomer for your presidential duties, and to Robyn for letting me eat ALL your meats and
cheeses after some hard tow days, to keep me calorie-neutral.

I will continue soaring, mostly out of Williams, and hope to see you folks from time to time. With my
Predator experience, | may wind up back here in 4 years. Keep me in the loop on your activities, and keep
flying!
