2. Read the Handbook Again

Do you think you know everything about your air¢?afn spite of this, read the handbook carefullgg aompletely
through again on a rainy Sunday.

You should understand as much as pesaid know
what every switch and spring does in order thabdihething fails, you will react more quickly.

3. Don't Set a Task Which Is Too Ambitious For theDay
